A. Course Description  

This laboratory course is designed to provide students with fundamental concepts of electronic circuits 

for lab experience. Emphasis is placed on analysis, selection, biasing, and applications. Upon 

completion, students should be able to construct, analyze, verify, and troubleshoot analog circuits using 

appropriate techniques and test equipment. Every class will have a short lecture introducing the 

procedures, concepts, formulas and instructions relevant to the experiment. The lecture will also cover 

what is expected in the lab-report; don’t be late. Attendance and participation is mandatory. 

Experiments will usually be performed in groups, but each student will turn in an individual lab report. 

B. Course Outcomes 

At the end of this course the student will be able to: 
1. Observe and analyze physical data relevant to some of the experiments in electronics. 
2. Provide students with a thorough understanding of the basic concepts of physics and the 

methods scientists use to explore natural phenomena, including observation, hypothesis 
development, measurement and data collection, experimentation, evaluation of evidence, and 
employment of mathematical analysis. 

3. Develop the student’s mathematical ability to manipulate formulae and derive correct 
numerical solutions that can be measured in the real world. 

4. Instruct students in the competent use of laboratory equipment to collect and record data, 
apply relevant mathematical models and perform required computations, and present the 
derived results as an application of a measured observation of the physical world.
